Fellow Texans: 

In accordance with Article 4.73(a) of the Texas Insurance Code, I present the second biennial 
report on the results of the Premium Tax Credit for Investment in Certified Capital Companies 
(CAPCOs) for the period ending Jan. 1,2008. 

This report provides information concerning the certification and investment activities of private 
venture capital companies formed to stimulate job creation and increase the availability of 
growth capital for small businesses located in the state. 

During 2005, 10 Texas CAPCOs were certified to raise $200 million through the issuance of 
certified capital notes or "qualified debt instruments" to insurance companies (Program I). In 
return for their investments, 110 participating insurance companies will receive premium tax 
credits equal to 100 percent of the amount of their investments. During 2007, a second round of 
premium tax credits was authorized in the amount of $200 million (Program II). Investments 
made under Program II began during calendar year 2008 and will be reflected in the 2010 
biennial report. 

This report includes the number, name, and amount of certified capital invested in each CAPCO; 
the cumulative amount each CAPCO has invested in qualified businesses as of Jan. 1,2006, 
2007 and 2008; the amount of tax credits granted for each year that credits have been granted; 
the renewal and reporting performance of each CAPCO; the size and industrial sector 
classification of qualified businesses receiving investment; the total number of jobs created and 
average wages paid for those jobs as a result of CAPCO investments; the total number of jobs 
retained and the average wages paid for those jobs as a result of CAPCO investments; and any 
CAPCOs that have been decertified or failed to renew, with the reason for any decertification.
